St Helen searched the
box in which she kept the True

- Cross and discovered that it

was missing, Suspecting that
the gleam of light came from
her Cross which the angel had
taken, she decided to make for
the gleam of light. After
overcoming terrible difficulties
along the route, St Helen
reached the hill and climbed
to the summit. Finding there
the lost Cross; she was con-
vinced that it was God’s will
that she should build a monas-
tery at the same spot.
