THE PIONEER PLATOON

One of the busiest sub-units
within the Canadian Contingent
is the Battalion Pioneer Platoon.
Commanded by Lt Doug Thom-
son, it has a total strength of
fifteen personnel. Included in the
total is WO Dick Carter, Royal
Canadian Engineers, the techni-
cal adviser to the platoon com-
mander and the person respons-
ible for the ordering of materials.

Because of the specialist tasks
undertaken by the pioneers, the
platoon was augmented by four
engineers from Canadian Forces
Base Montreal. Joining pioneers
in Winnipeg were two plumbers,
Ptes Snow and Norman, and two
electricians Pte Lehoux and Trin-
que.

The pioneer platoon is respon-
sible, within the ‘Canadian Con-
tingent, for the maintenance of
buildings and other structure; the

maintenance of electrical fixtures
and wiring; and the maintenance
of plumbing fixtures. Another

very important function is the
maintenance of lighting on the
Green Line. Pioneers will also

construct buildings or add to ex-
isting ones within company areas.
Technical advice and labour as-
sistance is also provided to com-
panies undertaking their own
maintenance and  construction
tasks within their areas.

Unique in the infantry batta-
lion, pioneers are permitted to
wear beards, a custom dating
back many years. Thus, if you
see members of the Canadian
Contingent  sporting luxuriant
growths or even short stubble,

they will be Pioneers. Our picture
in the centre shows WO Garry
Lynch, from Salt Spring Island,
British ‘Columbia, second in com-
mand of the Pioneer Platoon,
allotting priorities to the many
work requests received daily by
the platoon.
