Now
that figure is greatly reduced
but United Nations service
still plays a very big part in
the life of the Irish Army.

The Army’s first mission
was to the Lebanon in 1958,
when fifty Officers joined
UNOGIL, An International
Force of unarmed observers.
Following this, a steady stream
of our officers has kept the
Irish flag flying in UNTSO,
where at present twenty two
of our officers serve in the
area in which UNTSO opera-
tes.

The decision of UN to set
up ONUC saw the despatch
of the 9th Irish Brigade to
the former Congo Belge in
1960. In the following years
over five thousand Irish
soldiers served the cause of
peace in Africa. UNTEA in
1962 had its complement of
Irish Observers in West Irian,
as also had UNIPOM in 1965/
66 when there was bitter
trouble between India and Pa-
kistan.

From the commencement of
UNFICYP in 1964 up to the
present day more than 11,000
of our troops have assisted in
the peace Kkeping role on
Aphrodite’s Island.
